Then 
the other disciple, who was known to the high priest, 
went out and spoke to her who kept the door and brought 
Peter in, right into the courtyard of the high priest.  

And the servants and officers, who had made a fire of 
coals in the midst of the courtyard, stood there to warm 
themselves; for it was cold.  And Peter sat down with 
them to see the end and warmed himself at the fire. 
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Now as Peter was sitting outside, below in the courtyard. 
One of the servant-girls of the high priest, the one who 
kept the door, saw Peter warming himself as he sat by the 
fire. She looked at him intently and said, "You also were 
with Jesus of Nazareth, the Galilean." 

But Peter denied it before them all, saying, "Woman, I do 
not know Him; I neither know nor understand what you 
are saying." And he went out on the porch. And a rooster 
crowed. 

And after a little while, when he had gone out to the gate-
way, another servant-girl saw him and began to say to 
those who stood by, "This fellow also was with Jesus of 
Nazareth. This is one of them." 

Therefore, they said to him, "You are not also one of this 
Man’s disciples, are you?" He said, "Man, I am not.
